
Course gear list non-motorized field day

What to bring to your field day:

● Appropriate ski or snowboarding equipment including brakes or retaining devices,
alpine or snowboard or alpine touring/ splitboard ok. If you bring touring gear please
bring skins and poles. If you bring non touring gear, plan to carry skis/ board on a
backpack. Please ensure appropriate fit of skis/ board prior to field day. *If your course
does not require skis or boards, wear warm winter boots.*

● Warm clothes & layers - check the weather forecast in advance! We highly recommend
a spare pair of gloves, digging in the snow will make your gloves wet.

● Food and water for the day
● Avalanche rescue gear shovel, avalanche transceiver- check your batteries-, probe & a

backpack to hold it all.
